Here are reflections from 2 of our student-participants: 
  
When I first heard about the competition, I joked with some of my friends that we would join for the 
experience to put our 2 years of culinary skills to the test. Being F&N students, our practical examinations 
are just around the corner. We felt that this would help us to familiarise ourselves with the kitchen 
environment, and also the pressure of having to work under a time limit. Moreover, my teammates and I 
have a passion for food, cooking, and concocting dishes from scratch (though we may not be the best at it). 
Therefore, we entered the competition amidst all the stress of schoolwork and coursework and took the 'leap 
of faith'.  My teammates and I have always been very close, and that is the reason why I think we worked so 
well together. Our brainstorming sessions were always fruitful. Though some ideas for the dish did not 
match up and even conflicted with each other at times, we came to a unanimous agreement and made the 
best out of it. Undeniably, I think our teamwork was one of the main reasons for our successful execution of 
the dishes in the end. Each of us had our own unique strengths that contributed towards the execution of the 
dish (some were strong in garnishing and perfecting dish presentation, some were strong in our cooking 
abilities, some were strong in ensuring that everything was running smoothly and nothing was chaotic). 
 
The dishes we came up with were dishes that were all purely figments of our imagination. However, with 
one another’s help, we executed them with an even greater ability on the day itself, and there were no major 
failures. We were confident in the success of our dish, but felt ambiguous about whether the dishes would 
win the competition. Our 'Yusheng from the West' and 'Towers of Wealth' weren't the most extravagant 
dishes, and the other contestants produced equally quality dishes. Nevertheless, regardless of the outcome, 
we were proud of our work at the end of the day. 
 
Receiving the results on our dish winning the Grand Prize did come as a shock to all three of us. It was only 
then that we realised not just how much the past 3 years of FCE and F&N had paid off in how far our skills 
had developed.  Moreover, we realised how teamwork really plays a key role in achieving a desired 
goal. To us, we really felt that our key takeaway from this competition was the spirit of teamwork and 
cohesion. From discussing our ideas, to finalising our dishes, to dividing up the work and executing 
the dish, I think my team was able to communicate very well with each other and understand one 
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another; and that's why our fairly simple dish could have been worthy of such a title. The dishes 
were not just a potpourri of flavours, but also a potpourri of our efforts and perseverance. 
 
More than feeling accomplished with the work we produced, we are all extremely grateful to have been 
given the opportunity to participate in a cooking competition like this in our last year in SJC. Overall, we feel 
that this has been a one-of-a-kind experience that has really helped us to grow as F&N students and in our 
culinary journey thus far!
