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Learning Beyond  Our Shores
Chiang Mai, Thailand

In the first week of the June holidays, 23 Secondary 3 SJCians
embarked on an interdisciplinary learning journey to Ho Chi
Minh City, Vietnam. The trip gave students the chance to
explore the connections between History, Geography, Art
and Social Studies through authentic experiences and
interactions with local people, places and artefacts. 

At historical sites like the Cu Chi tunnels and War Remnants
Museum, students saw and heard first-hand from a
Vietnam war veteran about the brutal realities of war. At the
Fine Arts Museum, students explored different perspectives
expressed through local art about how the past is closely
tied to Vietnam’s identity today. During their farm experience
and visit to the Vietnam-Singapore Industrial Park, students
also witnessed the enterprising spirit and resilience of the
local people. Many memories were made along with the rich
interactions with new friends during the trip.  

During the June holidays, 24 of our Secondary 2 and 3 SJCians
had the opportunity to spend 5 days in Chiang Mai for an
Overseas Learning Journey. We were warmly welcomed by
Navamindarajudis Phayap School, where we spent a day and a
half learning about the diverse culture of Thailand and forming
meaningful friendships. SJCians proudly shared about our school
and life in Singapore through performances and presentations,
learning valuable communication skills in the process. 

Besides the school exchange, the students also got to explore
historical landmarks and experience the rich heritage of Chiang
Mai at the Chiang Mai Cultural Centre. Other highlights included
making local crafts, visiting a night market, and a hands-on tour
of the Elephant Poo Poo Park to learn about sustainable tourism.

We are thankful for the safe travels, kind hosts, and memories
that will last a lifetime.
